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Application for Funding of Educational Visits of People with Arthritis/Rheumatism in Europe
The EULAR Standing Committee of People with Arthritis/Rheumatism brings together representatives of national PARE organisations. The Standing Committee aims to enable the exchange of information, experience and ideas among patient groups across Europe in view of improving the services they provide to people with arthritis and rheumatism.  

EULAR sponsors educational visit grants to national PARE organisations. An educational visit grant allows a PARE organisation to develop its skills (Learning Organisation) by learning from the experience of another PARE organisation (Teaching Organisation) in Europe. Possible activities include: 

· Learning organisations may invite officers and experts from teaching organisations for up to one week to provide on-site coaching for officers and volunteers from the inviting learning organisation. It is hoped that this will result in long-lasting co-operation and learning partnerships.

· Officers and volunteers from the learning organisations may also choose to visit more experienced teaching organisations for up to one week.

· A medium-term ‘mentoring programme’, for example consisting of 2 or 3 shorter visits between the learning and teaching organisation over a 12 month period.

· Two learning organisations with similar needs may work together on an educational programme.

This programme is open to EULAR member organisations of PARE. The amount available for this programme in 2011 is € 15.000.

Applicants should demonstrate in their application that the educational visit programme will bring lasting benefit to their organisation and to people with arthritis/rheumatism in their country. Preference will be given to educational visit programmes which actively involve people with arthritis/rheumatism. Preference will also be given to applications from learning organisations with limited resources or at an earlier stage in development.

Please note that applicants are responsible for identifying a teaching organisation and for obtaining a written confirmation from this organisation that it is willing to participate in their educational visit programme before making the application. If you should have difficulties to find an appropriate teaching organisation you may apply to the EULAR Secretariat for help. For budget reasons the educational visit must be undertaken before the end of 2011. Report and expense statement must be received no later than 30 November 2011.
