EULAR Health Professionals in Rheumatology 

The EULAR Health Professionals Committee brings together representatives of Health Professionals in Rheumatology (HPR) working in the field of rheumatology from across Europe, including nurses, physiotherapists, occupational therapists and many others. The Committee aims to support health professionals, their organisations and networks in Europe and to promote high-quality evidence-based practice in therapeutic intervention to ensure that people with arthritis and rheumatism in Europe receive the best possible care. With the Educational Visits programme, EULAR seeks to promote good practice and share skills and learning among health professionals in rheumatology in Europe. 

Applications for a EULAR Health Professionals Educational Visit Grant are now accepted for 2012. The Committee may award grants to an allied health professional other than physician working in the field of rheumatology to enable him/her to carry out an educational visit to colleagues in another EULAR member country. Educational visit grants amount to a maximum of EUR 1,500 Euro each (the annual total amount granted is EUR 7,500).

Only health professionals other than physicians who work predominantly in the field of rheumatology are eligible for this award. Applicants should demonstrate in their application that the visit will bring benefit to allied health professionals in rheumatology and to people with arthritis and rheumatism in their country. 

Please note that applicants are responsible for identifying a host centre and for obtaining agreement that the centre is willing to host a visit before making the application.
