12. Budget specifications



	
EULAR has defined a standard budget for EULAR (post-TF) Implementation projects of up to €20,000.
The convenor (project leader) is responsible for supervising and adhering to the approved budget. Any financial matters should be addressed to the Executive Director/CFO with the EULAR Office in cc (taskforces@eular.org and finance@eular.orgin cc). 
The budget will primarily cover expenses associated with the study design and its conduction. Additional cost categories such as those related to fellows and the organisation of meetings, may also be included, although they are not mandatory.


· The budget allocated to the fellow is 8.000 Euro. This amount could be also modified (increased or decreased) by the convenor (project leader) provided that the total budget ceiling is respected. This should be defined in the initial application and cannot be changed during the project.  The allocated amount should be shared among the fellows (if more than one). If this amount for the fellow is not needed, the convenor (project leader) should explain in the comments column of the budget table for which other costs category might employ this amount. 

· The convenor (project leader) could do either one physical meeting or one virtual meeting with EULAR Office support for the logistics. The convenor (project leader) should tick the related declaration box in the project submission template. An amount of 2.500 Euro will be deducted from the project budget for the EULAR support with meetings, no matter if physical or virtual.

· If EULAR support is not needed for meeting organisation, the convenor (project leader) should tick the related declaration box in the project submission template and explain in the budget table comments column for which other logistics costs or other costs category might employ the amount of €2.500.

· Note- Physical meeting -:  due to limited budget, EULAR can only cover the costs for a very restricted number of members (physical meeting at country level can be considered).

For physical meetings, EULAR calculates approx. €1,400 per attendee/night for meetings in Zurich, Switzerland. Depending on location this can differ. The amount includes flight, transfer, 1 hotel night, meal (dinner in the hotel), catering and meeting cost for one day and one meeting room. Note that two half day meetings are more expensive. Consider long distance flights are more expensive and will result in 2 nights minimum).
